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Other investments (assets): Includes all financial transactions belonging to the residents
and which are not included in the categories of foreign direct investment, portfolio
investment or reserve assets. These are classified according to the instrument into trade
credits, loans, cash and deposits.

Other investments (liabilities): Include all financial transactions belonging to non-residents
and which are not included in the categories of foreign direct investment, portfolio
investment or reserve assets. These are classified according to the instrument into trade
credits, loans, cash and deposits.

Reserve assets: external assets that are under the control of the CBL and are available for
use to finance or to address any imbalances in the BOP. These assets include monetary gold

and special drawing rights (SDRs), and reserve position at IMF, and foreign currency assets

(cash, deposits and securities).




e Current transfers: represents entries corresponding to the real flows of goods and services
or financial assets and non-financial, which do not result in the acquisition of fixed assets or

the abandonment or waiver by creditor of the debtor's obligation.

These transfers include the following:

Public Sector transfers: Include grants, aid and donations received by the state (receipts) or
which are issued (payments).

o transfers of other sectors: which include:

e Workers' remittances: the receipts item represents the receipts from transfers of Libyans
working abroad for the purposes of current expenditure in Libya, and are estimated on the
basis of the data filed monthly by CBL and commercial banks (foreign currency income
statement of the banking system). The payments item includes transfers abroad by resident
expatriate workers in Libya, and is estimated on the basis of data on expatriate workers and
the monthly transfer average of the worker.

e Other transfers (net): includes the value of grants, aid and donations received by the
residents (other than government and workers' remittances) in Libya from non-residents,
including the United Nations compensation (if any), or provided by residents in Libya (except

for the government and workers' remittances) for non-residents.
Capital account -This account consists of the following items:

e Direct investment (abroad): represents the net investment of residents in equity and
reinvested earnings, in addition to the net of any other liabilities on non-resident institutions.

e Direct investment (in Libya): represents the net investment of non-residents in equity and
reinvested earnings, in addition to the net of any other obligations on resident institutions.

e Portfolio investment (assets): Includes residents holdings of equity securities, debt
securities and financial instruments issued by non-residents, except those listed under the
foreign direct investment and reserve assets.

e Portfolio investment (liabilities): Includes non- residents holdings of equity securities, debt
securities and financial instruments issued by residents, except those listed under the foreign

direct investment and reserve assets.



e Travel: travel receipts represent expenditures of non-resident tourists visiting Libya. These
receipts are estimated on the basis of the results of the Arrivals and Departures Survey
carried out by General Authority for Tourism, which provides estimates for expenditure
averages by tourist nationality. These averages are usually adjusted by the prevailing
inflation rates. On the other hand, travel payments represent expenditures abroad by Libyan
residents who travel abroad for the purpose of tourism, education or health treatment. These
payments are estimated based on data prepared by the commercial banks on the sales of
foreign exchange for personal purposes.

e Government Services: The credit entries cover mostly income from services rendered by
Libyan embassies and Libyan diplomatic & political missions abroad as well as services
provided by public institutions to non-residents. The debit entries cover expenditures of the
government and public institutions to non-residents for settlement of commercial payments
and for the purchase of services. Related data are obtained from ITRS forms.

e Other Services: includes services that are not classified in the above items, and most
important of which are insurance services, telecommunications service, computer services,
construction and commission trade, financial services, royalties and licenses that are between

residents and non-residents.

Income Account - Consists of the following items:

e Worker’s Compensations (Receipts): represents income and benefits obtained by resident
workers, including seasonal and cross border workers, as a compensation for being employed
abroad by non-residents.

e Worker’s Compensations (Payments): represents wages and benefits earned by non-
resident workers, including seasonal and cross border workers, in return for carrying out
work within the economic territory of Libya.

e Investment income: represents the receipts from profits and interest due on the holdings of
resident equity and/or financial assets (e.g. banking deposits) bank loans, bonds, securities,
and bills issued by non-resident institutions, and covers the interests of investments of the
CBL, the commercial banks, public sector and private sector.

The payments side represents the interest payments and dividends owed to non-residents for

possession equities or financial assets issued by resident entities.



Reserve money (monetary base): includes issued currency plus required reserve, cash in vault
of commercial banks and excess reserve balances of commercial banks with the CBL with the
exception of certificates of deposit.

Money supply (M1): represents the currency in circulation among the people plus demand
deposits in Libyan Dinars of private sector and public and quasi-public institutions.
Quasi-money: includes Libyan Dinar time deposits of private, public institutions and quasi-
public institutions, plus all foreign currency time deposits of the private sector, public and quasi-
public institutions denominated in Libyan Dinars.

Money supply (M2): includes money supply (M1) plus quasi-money, and it is equivalent to the
sum of all of the net foreign assets and net domestic assets of the banking system.

The External Sector

Tables No. (31-34) shows the Balance of Payments. The BOP Unit at the Statistics Division of
the RSD collects and analyzes the BOP data according to the methodology of the BOP Manual
(5" edition) issued by the IMF.

The following are definitions of the terms used in this section:

Current account: the total balance of trade and services account, income account and net

current transfers account.

Trade Balance: Exports less imports in the BOP.

Exports: Domestic exports (f.0.b.) plus re-exports.

Imports in the Balance of Payments: Imports (f.0.b.) less imports of non-resident agencies.

Non-Monetary Gold : The gold which is held as a store of value and gold held for other

purposes (industrial), except the gold that is held as a reserve asset by the authorities (monetary

gold).

Services Account - Represents receipts less payments of the following services:

e Transportation: Transportation receipts represent the revenues of resident transportation
firms accrued from offering services to non-residents. Transportation payments represent the
amounts paid by residents to non-resident transportation firms for transportation services,
including the cost of freight for imports. Data on this item are obtained from the sources of
transportation firms, and the data that the CBL and the commercial banks are prepared

monthly.



The Repo Rate: The interest rate or yield announced by the CBL on the repo of public debt
securities, or certificates of deposit.

Required Reserve: The percentage of total customer deposits, which are legally required to be
kept in the required reserve balance, for each of the commercial banks. There is no interest to
pay or return received on this amount.

Customer deposits: All types of deposits of both public and private sectors and non-resident
deposits, with the exception of the deposits of banks and financial institutions, as well as cash
margins and certificates of deposit.

Cash margin: the outstanding balances of cash margins of customers, such as cash margin on
letters of credit, letters of guarantees or other cash margins.

Credit facilities: all outstanding balances of all types of credit facilities and the direct financing
operations (overdraft, discounted commercial papers and financial securities, loans, advances
and any other facilities) extended to all economic sectors except banks and financial institutions.
Overdrafts (debited): all overdrawn current account balances.

Foreign assets (net): the total foreign assets of the whole banking system minus total foreign
liabilities of the whole banking system based on the concept of residence.

Domestic assets (net): the total of net claim items on the public treasury, local claims and other
items (net) in the monetary survey of the banking system.

Net Claims on Treasury: includes direct credit facilities extended to the public treasury, plus
commercial bank investments in public debtsecurities (if any) minus Treasury deposits with the
banking system.

Domestic Claims: credit extended to the private and public sector institutions and quasi-public
institutions plus commercial banks' investment in non-public domestic securities.

Other items (net): Includes other assets of the banking system less other liabilities of the
banking system, which are not included in the definition of net foreign assets and net claims on
the public Treasury and domestic claims as in the CBL balance sheet and the consolidated
banking system balance sheet.

Issued Currency: That of which is distributed by the CBL, which includes currency in

circulation among the public and cash in vault within the banking system.



Banking System: The CBL and the Commercial banks.

General Government (Treasury): All government ministries, agencies and administratively
and/or financially related departments.

Public Institutions: Completely state-owned organizations or bodies, that are financially and
administratively independent, with their own budgets.

Quasi-public Institutions: Organizations or bodies in which the state contributes 50% or more
to share capital.

The Public Sector: General government, public institutions and quasi-public institutions.

The Private Sector: Consists of resident individuals, businesses, institutions and other legal
resident entities other than the public sector.

Specialized Lending Institutions (specialized banks): Those of which are specialized in
financing specific sectors, and in which deposits do not represent a major source of their funds;
namely, the Agricultural Bank, Savings and Real Estate Investment Bank, Development Bank
and Rural Bank.

Resident: A natural or legal person who usually resides inside Libya, or who has stayed for
one year or more in Libya regardless of his/her nationality, with the exception of international
bodies and institutions, students and foreign patients who stay for more than a year.
Non-Resident: A natural or legal person who usually resides outside Libya, or who has not
stayed a whole year in Libya, regardless of nationality, with the exception of families and
individuals who have an economic interest and have a permanent residence, even if the
residence is used intermittently.

Money Market Mechanism: A monetary policy instrument that enables commercial banks to
complete deposit and borrowing transactions with the CBL under its terms and conditions.

Repo Operations: The process in which the central bank buys securities (i.e. certificates of
deposit ) acceptable to the CBL with a commitment from the selling commercial bank to
repurchase the securities after a specified period at an interest rate determined by the CBL (Repo
rate).

The Bank Rate: The interest rate or yield announced by the CBL at the beginning of the trading

day through the mechanism of the money market.



A GUIDE TO METHODOLOGY &
STATISTICAL CONCEPTS

Money and Banking

Statistical tables from 1 to 23 cover the monetary and banking statistics. The
Central Bank of Libya (CBL) and Commercial Banks are the main sources of the
data. The Accounts Department provides the Research and Statistics Department
(RSD) with the balance sheet of the CBL, and the data on the commercial banks
transacting with the CBL, both through the mechanism of exchange market and
subscriptions/repurchases of various maturities of CBL’s certificates of deposit. The
Issue Department and the Banking Operations Department provide the RSD with
monetary statistics on issued currency and cheque clearing.

The commercial banks provide the RSD with their monthly balance sheets. In
addition to this, the RSD collects data on debited and credited interest rates in the
banking system.

The RSD collects and processes the data for publication on a monthly basis and in
line with the IMF Monetary and Financial Statistics Manual (2000 edition).The CBL
treats the data collected on individual banks as confidential.

Published banking and monetary data are final (except end of financial year data of
commercial banks, as these are reviewed when audited). The data is reviewed if and
when any modification(s) to the methodology used or the reclassification of

monetary data take place.

The following definitions are for the terms used in this publication:

Central Bank of Libya: (CBL)

Commercial Banks: All of which are operating in Libya and licensed to perform regular
banking operations, such as deposit taking and lending, under the supervision of the CBL in
accordance with the provisions of Law No. (1) issued in 2005 regarding banks. This definition

does not include specialized banks or other financial institutions.
